This may be a short route, but it takes in four fantastic indie bookshops and also joins up
easily with several of our other routes (65 Bus Route, Kensington & Chelsea and Kew &
Chiswick) so you can make a longer day of it!

Begin at The Sheen Bookshop (375 Upper Richmond Rd, SW14 7NX,easily accessible by bus
from Richmond), an independent bookshop which is the sister to Kew Bookshop. Once you
have finished browsing the delights on offer here, jump on the 33 bus from East Sheen (Stop
C) to Barnes/Red Lion and walk to Barnes Bookshop (98 Church Rd, SW13 oDQ), another
lovely indie.
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and a very short walk will bring you to
@ much - instagrammed Hurlingham Books
(Ranelagh Gardens, 91 Fulham High St,
SW6 3JS), which is possibly the oldest
bookshop in South West London and
stocks a huge range of books!
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To finish this part of your bookshop crawl, a walk
